The Celtic metaphor for the Holy Spirit is a ñWild Goose.ò ñWild Gooseò literally means ña foolish and 
hopeless pursuit of something unattainable.ò As we begin this adventure together, Iôd like us to think 
about the metaphors that the Bible uses to describe the Holy Spirit, such as ñDove,ò ñClouds,ò 
ñAdvocate,ò ñWater,ò and ñFire.ò 

I look forward to this summer ahead with each of you.  

Would you join me in experiencing the joyful wonder of the spirit as we grow in our faith and love for 
each other and God?

A light wind was blowing through 
the branches.  It was a cool spring day.  I had heard the clear call of a bird 
that I did not recognize, so I left the path I was walking on and cautiously 
found a place under the branches.  I stood watching and waiting.  I could 
hear the melodic call over and over again. Yet for all my looking I was not 
able to see my spirited singer.  I forced myself to be patient. I kept peering 
through the leaves and branches.  I moved as little as I could so as not to 
frighten the bird away. Time slipped away. I prayed, ñLord, help me spot 

this fellow.ò With my ears tuned I tried to guess the singerôs location. He was so close.  I knew about 
where he should be but still I was not able to spot him. I moved my head back and forth cautiously 
trying to get a different perspective. And, suddenly, there he was.  A robin red breast.  He must of felt 
me catch view of him because he stopped singing.  I thought I knew all the sounds of the American 
Robin, but this one had sounded different.  I waited and quietly asked him to sound off again. His 
melodic song had been so enchanting.  But he remained silent. Was he too timid to sound off with me 
watching?  After several minutes of silence he flew off.   
 
Observing nature helps me to center and quiet my soul. Observing can be hard work. We live in a fast 
paced, sound filled chaotic world.  Being quiet and listening is not easy. God sightings, too, might be a 
challenge.  Sometimes God seems silent and hidden.  Does God whisper more than shout?  
Sometimes it is as if God is hiding in the shadows.  Yet if we look and listen closely we might discover 
God working in almost imperceptible, invisible and mysterious waysðsomeone responding with grace 
instead of anger; an understanding question rather then the expected retort; a young childôs smile, 
giggle or dance; a new friendôs confiding something they have never shared before; the generous 
offer of friendship; sunlight shining through the clouds or glistening on water; or maybe a bird finally 
allowing itself to be seen.  
 

God, help us quiet our souls.  Train our ears and hearts to listen.  Help us rediscover 
simplicity, curiosity and openness.  Move us from cynicism to praise.  And in our 
listening help us to trust and choose joy.
